C O R D I A L S
Cordials are the perfect sweet for an after dinner beverage.  Sambuca, Frangelico, and Amaretto are some of the most popular after dinner drinks in many Mediterranean cultures. They are often poured into hot coffee for an after dinner coffee or sipped on their own.  

Frangelico ($6.75) has a less sweet, hazelnut flavor 

Sambuca ($6.75) has the taste of anise or licorice.

Amaretto D’Sarona ($6.75) exudes a lovely almond flavor. 

Tia Maria ($7.75) (Coffee) 

Gran Marnier ($9.00) (Orange brandy)

Chambord ($6.75) (Raspberry) 

Drambuie ($9.00) (Spiced honey)

More decadent cordials like Bailey’s Irish Cream ($6.75), Godiva ($6.75) (chocolate liqueur) and Kahlua ($6.75) are delicious served in coffee, with milk, or simply enjoyed chilled. 

T H E   B R O W N   L I Q O U R S
Brandy, Whiskey, Scotch, Cognac and Bourbon are each unique in their own way, they are perfect to relax after a fine dinner. Brown liquors all tend to have a very distinct flavor and it may take a while to acquire a taste for them. As an after dinner drink, they are usually served on their own or on the rocks; they are crisp, clean and distinct leaving a warm satisfying feeling within.  Good choices are:

B & B ($9.25) (Benedictine and Brandy – French spiced Cognac/Brandy)
